· Schematic Features Chart:  To compare the defining characteristics of major types of governments (and the major subgroups that need to be taught in the 6-8 grade-band), the students will complete a schematic feature analysis chart.  If the type of government is associated with a defining characteristic, then the students will write a “+” (plus-sign) in the grid where that column and row intersect; if the type of government is not associated with the defining characteristic, a “-“(minus-sign) is placed in the corresponding square on the grid.
